All payments left in 
the drop box after 4:00 PM, February 14,  2022 will be 
credited the next business day (February 15, 2022.)

Winter Reminders  
No on-street parking is allowed between the hours of 2:00 AM 
to 6:00 AM. This is strictly enforced in the winter months to  
allow us to keep our streets cleared of snow.
